CATEGORY: Upgrade advised when next maintaining cams or bearings

Summary: Carnaud Metalbox Engineering Ltd is recommending the implementation of clamp rings on the redraw 

cams of all Bodymakers.

The clamp rings perform two functions; the first, to allow anti-vibration Nordlock washers 

(Fig 1) to be applied to a surface other than the hardened cam face, this offers extra 

security to the fixings around the cam. The second function is to prevent the dowel pins 

becoming loose during continued operation. 

The clamp ring comes in two separate, semi-circular pieces (Fig 2). These separate 

pieces negate the need to completely remove the redraw cam from the cranckcase 

housing, however, due to the limited access in this area, it will still be necessary to 

remove several main components, including the main bearing and primary connecting 

rod. As such, this maintenance upgrade must only be carried out by suitable service 

engineers.
